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HEALTH FOUNDATION AWARDS MORE THAN one MILLION DOLLARS TO LOCAL ORGANIZATIONS

Grants will support health services projected to reach 25,000 residents

MIAMI, FL- Health Foundation of South Florida’s Board of Directors approved $1,112,236 for grants focused on increasing access to quality, primary health care; healthy lifestyles promotion; preventive health-measures; oral health, as well as other community health needs. The grants, which typically range from $30,000 to $100,000, were awarded to 19 nonprofit health-related organizations in Broward, Miami-Dade and Monroe Counties. The combined impact of the funding is expected to reach and improve health for 25,000 residents.
“By supporting programs and providing technical assistance to promote health and prevent disease, the Foundation is able to make a measurable and sustainable impact in improving the health of underserved individuals and families in South Florida,” said Health Foundation Chairwoman Karen Gilmore. She added, “We are proud to partner with grantees in addressing community needs and ensuring residents have opportunities for better health.”

In Miami-Dade County, grants were awarded to: Camillus Health Concern,$50,000 to assist eligible homeless individuals with getting needed financial assistance and health benefits; Citrus Health Network, $100,000 to establish a dental clinic; Creative Children Therapy,, $10,000 to implement a family-based nutrition program for children with varying abilities; Dade County Dental Research Clinic, $60,000 to improve dental services through the addition of 4 new digital x-ray machines; Florida Heart Research Institute, $65,000 to provide cardiovascular screenings and referrals and linkage to services; Florida Impact Inc., $60,000 to increase capacity of a farmer's market to serve low-income families; Informed Families, $27,236 to upgrade telephone and information technology systems; Liga contra el Cancer (La Liga), $25,000 to provide free cervical cancer screening services; Miami-Dade County Health Department, $30,000 to operate a mobile dental van that will provide preventive oral healthcare for children in South Dade County; Psychosocial Rehabilitation Center, Inc., $100,000 to establish a new step-down treatment program for persons with severe and persistent mental illness; Taylor Breast Health Center (TBHC), $165,000 to provide mammograms for low-income women; The Sundari Foundation, Inc., $50,000 to provide primary, dental and vision care for women sheltered at the Lotus House Homeless Shelter; YWCA of Greater Miami-Dade, Inc., $30,000 to provide breast and cervical cancer screenings and follow-up care for low-income women.

In Broward County, grants were awarded to: Boys & Girls Club of Broward County, $35,000 to implement a physical activity program at two sites; Broward Partnership for the Homeless Inc., $30,000 to provide dental care; Hospice by the Sea, Inc., $40,000 to support the purchase, installation and adoption of electronic medical records; Kids In Distress, $100,000 to establish a new dental clinic that will serve at-risk children in Broward County.
In Monroe County, grants were awarded to: Florida Keys Area Health Education Center Program Inc., $75,000 to implement a nutrition education program in 10 elementary schools; and Rural Health Network of Monroe County, $60,000 to establish a new full-service dental clinic on Key Largo.
